We expanded our weather activities to include
counting raindrops, looking at clouds and trying see
images in them. We are using scissors skills to cut,
count and glue items in place. A variety of rainbow
sorting activities reinforced color recognition and
pattern building.




In the preschool room we set up a
picnic area for the friends to make
snacks and lunch for each other. A kid
size birds nest allowed the children
to use the bird puppets to count
eggs, search for seeds and worms and
use their imagination pretending to
be a bird. We had the bird cam set up
from Cornell Unv that was live
streaming as birds came to a feeder.
We are learning about birds, how
they use their beaks, how they build
nests and what size and color eggs
they lay. We are listening to the vari-
ous bird calls they use to talk to each
other. The PK class snapped to-
gether eggs as they matched letters
of the alphabet The PS class created
a variety of wooden birds using the
picture chart as a guide.
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We have bird and eggs speci-

mens on loan from The Carne-

gie Natural History Museum.

This gives us an up-close look

at a pair of Robins and their

nest, Morning Dove a
nest and a Kill deer
camouflage color eggs in a

nest on the ground.
